Dear Chief X:

I am writing to request the issuance of a U Nonimmigrant Visa for my client, X (AXX XXX XXX).  USCIS granted Ms. X U Nonimmigrant Status on [DATE] (I-94 number XXXXXXXXXX; EACXXXXXXXXXXX), valid until [DATE].  U Nonimmigrant Status is available to aliens who have met the requirements set forth in INA § 101(a)(15)(U) (see 9 FAM 41.85, notes).  

USCIS has exclusive jurisdiction over the adjudication of Form I-918, Petition for U Nonimmigrant Status.  8 CFR § 214.14(c)(1).  Once an individual in U Nonimmigrant Status departs the United States, U.S. consulates abroad should issue the U visa to those seeking reentry.  
In addition to her U visa status, Ms. X also sought from USCIS, and was granted, Form I-192, Advance Permission to Enter as Nonimmigrant, which waives the unlawful presence bar that she triggered upon her departure from the U.S. in May 2009.  USCIS approved that application on [DATE] (EACXXXXXXXXXXXX).  USCIS adjudicates Form I-192 when filed in connection with Form I-918.  8 CFR § 212.17.

With this approved Form I-192, Ms. X is no longer inadmissible and she is currently in valid nonimmigrant status.  Accordingly, we ask that you issue a U Nonimmigrant Visa so that Ms. X is able to return to the United States.   Please see attached for Form G-28, as well as the approval notices for Ms. X’s Form I-918, Petition for U Nonimmigrant Status, and Form I-192, Advance Permission to Enter as Nonimmigrant.

In order for Ms. X to preserve her eligibility for Adjustment of Status, she must not remain outside of the United States for more than 90 days (see 8 CFR § 245.24(a)(1)).  Ms. X arrived in Morocco on [DATE], therefore, it is crucial that she be permitted to return to the United States as soon as possible.  
In light of this urgency, I would be greatly appreciative if you could respond at your earliest convenience with how you wish to proceed.
